(Cerro Castillo seems farther away??)
· Walk along the coast/beach, the whole walk from Av. Peru/Plaza Casino towards Reñaca is very calm and beautiful. You don't have to get to Reñaca, it's a great walk anyway.

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« Walk to Plaza Sucre, in front of which is Vergara Park (it might be closed due to the festival)

+ Walk down Valparaiso Avenue towards the sea, there's the Cevasco! That street is like the old town
center, but beware, is like Santiago's city center, S0 be careful with pickpockets.

« Altenatively, you can go down Alvarez/Viana Street, or take an Uber to the Flower Clock.

« The Flower Clock is nice to visit, an icon of Vifia, you can walk along Avenida Marina o see the
Miramar Hotel and Wulf Castle. You can climb the hill behind the Flower Clock (Cerro Castillo) and
you can visit the Presidential Palace (from the outside haha)

« If you cross the casino bridge, you will arrive at the "Barrio Poniente", which is a very nice area with
restaurants. Avenida Per(/San Martin are the streets. On the corner of Av. Per(i and 2 Norte is the
Ferris wheel (a Chicago wheel), outside the casino facing the sea.

« If you continue walking along Av. Peri you can walk along the entire coast, pass by the Muelle Prat,
and continue along the shore to 15 Norte. The mall is there.

i short: My recommendation would be to go to the Flower Clock and from there walk to 15 Norte.
Relaxedly, you'l spend about 2-3 hours, but you'l see the most beautiful parts of Vifia, in my opinion. Be
careful of the sun though! .
